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Because the races had corrupted themselves, and forgotten God – Read Genesis  6:5-7 – God decided to wipe man, beast, fowls, and creeping things off the face of the earth.

I.
NOAH

The name Noah, means rest or repose.  Compare his name with Genesis  5:29.


A.
RIGHTEOUS

Noah was the son of Lamech and the grandson of Methuselah.  Because of his righteous characteristics and direct lineage from Adam, void of the blood of the unrighteous “sons of men,” he found grace in the eyes of the Lord.  “Noah was a just man,” (just is from the Hebrew word tsaddyk and means to be righteous, to be declared just, or vindicated, to justify, and to perfect).  “And perfect in his generations.”  Note that he was “perfect in his generations.”  This means he could trace his ancestry back to Adam through the sons of God.  You can see for yourself as you once again note the table in the preceding section.

The word “perfect” is the Hebrew word thamyu, and means to be complete – complete in his generations.


B.
PREACHING

Noah was also a preacher of righteousness, as is indicated in II Peter  2:5.  There were, perhaps, other preachers in Noah’s day, but nothing is said about them, and it is quite certain that he preached moral righteousness, as well as, the righteousness of Jesus Christ, for in Acts  10:43, we read of all the Old Testament prophets (Noah may well be considered one of them).

The family of Noah consisted of his wife, his three sons and their wives.  The names of these three sons were Shem, Ham and Japheth.  Japheth was the oldest of the three, followed by Shem then Ham.  Their names are very significant as their meanings in the Hebrew language are:  Shem, “name or monument.”  Japheth,  “light or fair;” and Ham,  “dark, swarthy.”

II.
THE  ARK

The word ark is defined by Webster as a “vessel and any place of refuge.”  This one was a large boat which was used by the eight people, Noah and his family, during the time of the deluge.


A.
DIMENSIONS

God commanded Noah to make an ark (boat) to save his family and himself when the flood was to come upon the earth.  “Make thee an ark of gopher wood;  rooms shalt thou make in the ark, and shall pitch it within and without with pitch” (tar).  This strange craft had a covering which proved to be able to protect it from the downpour of rain, as well as, from the wind and inclemency of weather.  It had three decks and was preserved by a covering of tar, or pitch, on the inside, as well as, the outside.  The length was three hundred cubits (450 ft.);  the breadth of it was fifty cubits (75 ft.), and the height thirty cubits (45 ft.).  The Bible also mentions a window in the top which measured a cubit, or eighteen inches.  Apparently, this window was an opening eighteen inches high that ran the circumference of the ark, just under the covering or the eave.  Read Genesis Chapter 6).

A large ship was required to carry all the animals and their provisions, and if we will study closely the size of the ark, we will find that it was able to carry all things necessary for the one year’s voyage.  The floor area was one hundred one thousand two hundred and fifty square feet (101,250), about two and one third acres.  The cubic foot storage space was about one million five hundred eighteen thousand seven hundred fifty cubic feet (1,518,750).

To get the idea as to the volume of storage space and room there was on this ark, one should realize that there was more room on the ark than one thousand five hundred eighteen storage rooms each measuring ten feet wide, ten feet high and ten feet deep.  As to the length, we may compare it to one and one-half average city blocks.  In other words, most city blocks are three hundred feet.  This means that there are many ocean going vessels much smaller than this huge craft.

Again, bear in mind that this was not a ship or boat in the every day use of the word.  It had neither bow nor stern.  It had no rudder, sails or engine.  It was a huge box – seventy five feet deep and four hundred and fifty feet long.  It was watertight and the purpose of it was simply to preserve the eight human beings and all of the animals for a long period of time.  They had no destination, therefore, it needed no steering gear.  They were entirely in the hands of God.  We do not know whether the ark floated within the immediate area where it was waterborne or whether it was washed around the earth a time or two.  What we do know is that when the ark landed on Mount Ararat, all aboard came out safely.


B.
THE  ENTRANCE  INTO  THE  ARK

Read  Genesis  7:1-3.  Fourteen of each kind of clean animals.  There were seven  pairs of the clean animals – “the male and his female.”

There were only two of the unclean animals.  The difference between the clean and unclean is found expressed later in the writings of Moses.  Evidently, the clean were those offered for animal sacrifices and, later, were given for food, since at the time of the entrance into the ark, no meats were eaten.  Unclean animals then were those not offered as sacrifices nor eaten as food.

At the command to enter the ark, as found in Genesis Chapter 7, it is not quite clear as to whether Noah entered and after seven days the flood started, or if Noah was seven days entering the ark.  Be that as it may, after all had entered, God shut the door which was in the side of the ark  (Genesis  7:36).

III.
THE  FLOOD

THREE  SOURCES  OF  WATER  FOR  THE  FLOOD – One objection the critics make to the Bible is the amount of water on the earth compared to forty days of rain.  It is not possible, they say, to rain enough in forty days to cause a world flood with waters above the highest mountains.  Some mountain peaks are a mile high – Mount Everest, peak of the Himalayas, is twenty-nine thousand one hundred forty (29,140) feet above sea level – more than five miles high.  It is readily conceded that a continuous rainfall for forty days and nights would cause a serious flood condition in the earth but could not possible surpass a depth of five miles.

In answer to this, let the Bible speak.  Actually, there were two other sources of water besides the rainfall:

1.
Rainfall for forty days and nights (Genesis  7:12).

2.
The fountains of the great deep were broken up (Genesis  7:11).

3.
The windows of heaven were opened (Genesis  7:11).

The fountains of the great deep refer to the springs and underground rivers of the earth.  Many fresh water springs may be found in various sections of the oceans.  The

underground rivers pushed their water up over the earth.

The windows of heaven are translated by some as he “sluiceways of heaven,” and refer to the body of water that moved back into space during the second day of the  reconstruction (Genesis  1:6).  We will remember that the earth was covered with water, and half of it was moved away fro the other, forming the firmament.  This water fell back on the earth and, with the rain and the fountains of the great deep, produced an inundation that covered the highest mountains with twenty-two and one-half feet of water.  The world once again lost its center of gravity as it did during the first wreck.  Everything that had life, drowned in the flood.  Only Noah and his family were saved, because they were in the ark.

The flood stayed on the earth one year and ten days.  During the latter part of this time, Noah sent forth a raven, which went to and fro.  Then he sent forth a dove, and the dove could not find a place for the sole of her feet.  After seven days, he sent her out again, and she came back in the evening with an olive leaf in her mouth.  He waited another seven days and sent her out again.  This time, she did not come back.  After this, Noah went out of the ark and took everything out that went into the ark.

IV.
GOING  FORTH  FROM  THE  ARK  AND  THE  SACRIFICE

The ark settled on Mount Ararat which is north of Mesopotamia.  After the animals and fowls were gone out of the ark, Noah built an altar and made an offering to the Lord (Genesis  8:20-22).

V.
THE  COVENANT  WITH  NOAH

THE  PROMISE  NOT  TO  DESTROY  THE  EARTH  AGAIN  WITH  A  FLOOD – Read Genesis  9:11.

THE  COMMAND  TO  REPEOPLE  THE  EARTH – Read  Genesis  9:1.

MEATS  FOR  FOOD – Up to this time, only herbs and fruits were permitted in the diet of man, however, now the flesh of animals was included.  No stipulation was made between the clean and the unclean here, that is, concerning the eating of these animals.  Clean and unclean animals have been mentioned, but they pertained to sacrificial and nonsacrificial animals only (Genesis  9:3).

FORBIDDEN  TO  EAT  BLOOD  AS  A  FOOD – This, no doubt, refers to eating animals alive or improperly bled at the time they were slain.  In other words, an animal that had been strangulated and not bled would have been an improperly prepared animal  (Genesis  9:4).

BLOOD  ENMITY – Read Genesis  9:5-6.

COVENANT  EMPHASIZED – Read  Genesis  9:7-11.

SIGN  OF  THE  COVENANT – Read  Genesis  9:12-17.  Each covenant had a physical sign which represents the token of the covenant.  A parallel thought is that of a wedding band worn by the bride, as a token, or representation of the vows of marriage.  To her it represents the love, the vows and the sacredness of her marriage.

ENUMERATION  OF  THOSE  SAVED  FROM  THE  FLOOD – Read  Genesis  9:18-19.

This completes the covenant God made with Noah, the preacher of righteousness.

BASIS  FOR  THE  NATIONAL  BLESSINGS  OF  NOAH’S  SONS – Read Genesis  9:21-23.  This episode was the foundation for the blessings and the curses that were placed upon the sons of Noah, as seen from the following scriptures.

“And Noah awoke from his wine, and knew what his younger son had done unto him.”  Here are the racial blessings and curses that were put on the sons and worked out in the nations that came from them.

“Cursed by Canaan;  a servant of servants shall he be unto his brethren.”  This curse was placed upon the son of Ham, not only on his son, but his grandson and great grandson, and so on until the curse is a racial characteristic not directly on Ham himself.  The descendants of Ham were to do the lowly tasks, and be servants of the descendants of Shem and Japheth.  Here is where the Negro and his type originate.

The word “servant” here does not denote slave hood or slavery, but rather that these people who are physically strong were to do the menial tasks, and it is evident that the will of the Lord has been carried through in this until today.

Notice the blessings on he two other sons:  “And he said, Blessed be the Lord God of Shem; and Canaan shall be his servant.  God shall also enlarge Japheth, and he shall dwell in the tents of Shem;  and Canaan shall be his servant.”

Noah lived three hundred and fifty years after the flood, and all the days of Noah’s life were nine hundred and fifty years.  Note the generations of these three sons and the parts of the world in which Noah’s sons settled.  Remember that the family of Noah was the only people on earth and through them the earth must be repeopled.

GENERATIONS  OF  JAPHETH – The name Japheth means “fair.”  It is good to remember the meanings of these names as they, very often, have considerable significance.  Men and women were named many times for what they were or what they would be.  These men, such as Shem, Ham and Japheth, were the progenitors of races.  The people who came from them were as their first father in many respects.  For instance, all the descendants of Japheth were of fair complexion, tall and blond.  They settled in the northern part of the world and are noticeable in Russia, Germany, and Greece.  It is also necessary for us to remember that all peoples of these



nations are not at the  present  time, as  they  were  in 

the beginning of their race.  These people have mixed their bloods with other nations until the characteristics they originally had are sometimes hard to find.

For a Biblical definition of the word Japheth, our attention is called to Genesis  12:11.  Abraham and his wife, Sarai, had been forced into Egypt by the famine in the land of Palestine.  Upon crossing the border land into Egypt and taking stock of his surroundings, Abraham said to his wife, “I know that thou are a fair woman to look upon.”  This word “fair” connotes beauty and splendor.  The Hebrew word is Japheth.  This, the Biblical explanation of the name “Japheth”is light or fair.

The sons of Japheth were:  Gomer, Magog, Madai, Javan, Tubal, Meshech and Tiras.  These seven sons and their sons are named in  Genesis  10:2-5.

The archeologists and ethnologists have been at work digging up records of the races and discovering who and where the races are.  Below is a list of these descendants of Japheth as they appear to be from the Bible and science.

GOMER – Progenitor of the ancient “Cimmerians” and “Cimbri,” from whom are descended the Celtic family.  The Germans are of these people.

MAGOG – Ancient Scythians, or Tartars, Russian.




MADAI – Progenitor of the ancient Medes.

JAVAN – The Progenitor of those who peopled Greece.

TUBAL – The people of the region of the Black Sea from whence they spread North and South.  It is possible that Tobolsk perpetuates the tribal name. A branch of this race peopled Spain.




MESHECH – Part of the Russians.




TIRAS – Progenitor of the Tracians.

Most of these people settled in the northern part of the inhabited earth.

GENERATIONS  OF  HAM – On the other hand, here is a statement of the descendants of Ham, the youngest of three brothers.  The word means hot, heat, or brown.  Anything that has been heated until it is black or brown.  The name of his son, Cush, means black or swarthy.  Ham’s sons were:  Cush, Mizraim, Phut, and Canaan.




CUSH – Ancient Sheba.




MIZRAIM – The Egyptians.

CANAAN – The father of most of the people in “Canaan” land when the children of Israel conquered it.

Egypt, Africa and the southern part of the earth were the places where most of the descendants of Ham settled.

GENERATIONS  OF  SHEM – Shem means “name” or “monument.”  Elam, Assur, Arphaxad, Lud and Aram were the sons of Shem.  From these sons came the races of people that God chose to be His people and to bring to pass the promise in Genesis  3:15.  This line is that one known to Bible scholars as the “Line of Faith.”
Nimrod was the grandson of Ham and was the first to build a city after the flood (Genesis  10:8).

Thus, in the land of Mesopotamia, the first kingdom after the flood, was built by the son of Ham.  Ashur, the son of Shem, was the next man to build a city.  The city was Nineveh.

THE  TOWER  OF  BABEL – In order to sum up the brief history of the people who came from these three sons of Noah – Shem, Ham and Japheth – a number of statements should be made relative to their early history.  We will recall that the ark landed in the Armenian range of mountains.  From that point, Noah and his family began a southern migration.  Just how long it took this family to reach what is known in the Bible as the land of Shinar and later Chaldea, we do not know.  A quick glance at your Bible map will reveal two important rivers, the Euphrates and the Tigris.  It was here, near the confluence of these that they finally stopped their southward journey.

How many people there were at that time we do not know.  Evidently, they had grown to many hundreds, however.  At this time, hey were all a family unit and, fearing lest some time in the future, a branch of their family would break away and become a threatening influence, they contrived to build a tower whose top would be very high, even unto the heavens.  This does not at all indicate that they entertained the idea of going into God’s presence in heaven by this tower, but rather to build a fortification, a place of safety.  It was strictly a military undertaking, as far as they were concerned.  They attempted to become strong so that no power could successfully wage war against them.  A tower was used in a city to protect he citizens who would flee into it.  Stones and other means of warfare were kept in this tower.  These heavy objects were hurled down upon the heads of those coming near.  Thus, these people entertained the idea of perpetual unity and safety in this tower.

The displeasure of God on such a project is clearly expressed as the Lord came down and confused the tongues and language of the people, so that each must find his companions speaking the same language.  Thus, in Genesis Chapter 11 we are told that God “scattered them abroad from thence upon the face of the earth” (verse 8) and again “from thence did the Lord scatter them abroad upon the face of all the earth” (verse 9).  These people attempted world government, complete unity, and racial amalgamation.  The displeasure of the Lord against such is clearly evident, since He scattered them.  We are also told in the book of Acts that the Lord made mankind of one blood, but He has set the bounds of his habitation, in other words, He has segregated the races  (Acts  17:26).  The confusion of tongues at the tower of Babel not only resulted in the scattering of the races, but also that they left off the building of the tower.

The name of the tower and place was called Babel, for this word means confusion.  The first  worldwide empire was built upon, or near, this place and is referred to as Babylon.  This kingdom, however, came many, many years after the situation arising at Babel, but with the same vein of character and purpose.  Babylon has been used as a symbol of wickedness, idolatry and such – in fact, the religious system of the world under Satanic influence is referred to as Mystery Babylon the Great.

Genesis  11:26 says Terah was seventy years old and begat Abram, Nahor and Haran.  These sons were not triplets, and the way to find the exact age of Terah at the birth of Abram is:  Abram was seventy-five years old when he left Haran (Genesis  12:4).  Abram left Haran when his father died (Acts  7:4).  Terah was two hundred five years when he died  (Genesis  11:32).  Seventy-five from two hundred five is one hundred thirty.  Terah was one hundred thirty years old when Abraham was born.

These people, the descendants of Shem, in addition to the ten named in age two, are twenty generations.  They cover a period of two thousand eight (2008) years.  They are named, for they are the chosen people through whom the “seed,” the Christ, was to be brought into the world.
