PRE-ADAMIC  AGE

GOD – ANGELS – CREATION


The beginning of time – TIME.  The creation of heaven and earth was the first act of God as far as “time” is concerned, thus, the first place in eternity from which we can start measuring duration.  This MEASURED  ETERNITY  IS  WHAT  WE  CALL  TIME.  Time, therefore, is measured eternity.


An age is a period of time, clearly set forth by an event marking the beginning of and ending of that period.  Note that age one starts with God in eternity as He creates the earth.  The age extends from the creation of heaven and earth to the creation of man.  

Monument, Definition:


A monument is a marker or conspicuous and enduring example.  There are three outstanding monuments marking the first age.  This age is called the Pre-Adamic Age, because it is the account of all that happened before Adam.  “Pre” means before;  adding the suffix “ic” gives the meaning, in relation to.  Thus, we have Pre-Adamic or that history transpiring before Adam.


Did anything happen before Adam was created?  The answer is, “Yes”.  Then thee is a before Adam (Pre-Adamic) age.  All outlines preceding chapters or ages must be studied until we become familiar with the events as they transpire.

The outline of each age must be studied carefully to enable us to master them!!

I.
A  STUDY  OF  GOD


The first age has three monuments:  God, Angels, and Creation.


God does not argue the fact that He exists, but makes the plain, positive statement.  Men are finite beings and debate the question.


God wants to be understood as the only true God, and in many cases, where men have worshipped idols, God has cast them down and proved beyond a shadow of a doubt that He is the only true God.  No epoch in history emphasizes more clearly this truth than the plagues that were wrought upon the land and people of Egypt just prior to the exodus of Israel.  He is set forth a contest between Jehovah, the God of heaven and earth, and the imaginary and false deities of Egypt.  Many of the gods worshipped by the Egyptians were completely subdued and God arose victorious in unmistaken ways to show His superiority over the gods of heathenism and idolatry.  They worshipped the sun, therefore, God brought a darkness over the earth that blotted out the light of the sun.

“THE PLAGUES OF EGYPT” – The design of these visitations, growing more awful and tremendous in their progress, was to make Pharaoh know and confess that the God of the Hebrews was THE SUPREME LORD; and to exhibit his power and his justice in the strongest light to all nations of the earth,  Exodus  9:16;  I Samuel  4:8, etc. to execute judgment upon the Egyptians, and upon all their gods, inanimate and bestial, for their cruelty to the Israelites, and for their groveling polytheism and idolatry,  Exodus  8:14-17;  12:12.


As it may be of some importance to understand the time of the year in which these plagues occurred, we introduce the following:  Neither the season of the year, nor the time at which the plagues commenced, is anywhere specified;  but both may be collected from the history.  The exode of the Hebrews, after the tenth plague, was about the vernal equinox, or beginning of April, on the fifteenth day of the first month, Abib,  Exodus  13:6;  but by the seventh plague, that of hail, the barley was smitten, but not the wheat and rye, those plants being of later growth.  The barley harvest in Egypt is reaped in March and April;  the whole to be over at Cairo upon the nineteenth of April.  This coincides with the sacred historian’s account, that “the barley was in the ear,” though not yet fit for reaping;  but “the wheat and the rye were not grown up,”  Exodus  9:31,32.    This judgment, therefore, must have occurred about a month before the exode, or in the beginning of March, before the barley harvest, so as to leave space for the three succeeding plagues.  If we count backwards two months, upon the same principles, for the first six plagues, it will bring the first about the beginning of January, when the winter season commences, at which time the river Nile was lowest, and its waters clearest.

“THE  FIRST  PLAGUE” – The river Nile was the principal divinity of the Egyptians, and, as such, it was honored with feasts and sacrifices, and rites of ceremonial worship.  One morning, as the king went forth towards its banks, probably to render it an act of worship, he was there met by Moses and Aaron, who repeated their demand.  Being again refused, they announced, in the name of JEHOVAH, an act, which they intended to perform upon the river, and the object for which they would perform it, that Pharaoh might know hat it was THE  LORD that wrought by their hands.  Then, in the presence of the king and his servants, the prophet lifted up his rod, and smote the river, and its pure waters were forthwith changed into blood.  The change even operated upon all the rivers of Egypt, the numerous canals and reservoirs that were fed by the Nile, and upon that water which had been preserved in vessels of wood and stone for domestic use.  This ceremony continued for seven days, during which all the fish that were in the river died;  many of which were worshipped by the Egyptians, and most of which formed a large and principal article of diet among them.  This, therefore, was a complicated, and must have been a grievous calamity to them.  They loathed, indeed, to drink of these streams they once adored, and which were held more pleasant and salutary than any other which the earth could offer;  and they began to dig the ground for pure water.  This they found, and the magicians operating upon it, probably by chemical means, so as to give it a blood-like appearance,  Pharaoh’s heart was hardened a second time, and he would not let the Hebrews go, as was demanded,  Exodus  7:14-25.

“THE  SECOND  PLAGUE” – Moses and Aaron again delivered a message to Pharaoh:  “Thus saith the Lord, Let my people go, that they  may serve me.”  But they were again unheeded;  and Aaron, directed by Moses, smote the river again;  when lo! (together with another of the Egyptian gods, the frog, which was consecrated to the sun, and considered as an emblem of divine inspiration in its inflations)it was once more made the instrument of their punishment.  The frogs came up from the river, and covered the land of Egypt, penetrating every where, and polluting and defiling everything they touched;  their beds, ovens, and kneading-troughs, not being exempt.  This the Egyptian priests contrived, also, to imitate on some small scale;  but, as they could do nothing for the removal of the plague, Pharaoh began to be troubled.  He sent for Moses and Aaron, and entreated them to pray to Jehovah to remove the frogs, and then he would let the Hebrews go to render him sacrifice.   The frogs were removed on ‘the morrow,’ but when Pharaoh saw there was a respite, his heart was hardened a third time, and he forewent his promise,  Exodus  8:1-15.

“THE  THIRD  PLAGUE” – The next plague, which was that of lice, was produced without any previous intimation to Pharaoh.  “Aaron,” it is said, “stretched out his hand with his rod, and smote the dust of the earth, and it became lice in man, and in beast;  all the dust of the land became lice throughout all the land of Egypt.’”  This must have been peculiarly offensive to a people so superstitiously nice and cleanly as the Egyptians, and above all to their priests;  who as Herodotus informs us, used to shave their whole bodies every third day that no vermin might be found upon them while they were employed in serving their gods.  Plutarch says, also,  that they never wore woolen garments, but linen only, because linen is least apt to produce vermin.  The magicians themselves were, moreover, disgraced by this miracle.  They tried to imitate it, but failed on account of the minuteness of the objects;  and they were forced to confess, that this was no human feat of legerdemain, but wrought by “the finger of God,” or, as they meant, by some supernatural agency.  Thus, was their folly made manifest unto all men.  But, notwithstanding this declaration, the heart of Pharaoh was hardened a fourth time, and he hearkened not unto Moses and Aaron, Exodus  8:16-19.

“THE  FOURTH  PLAGUE” – This plague, since the word Arob, by which it is described, denotes a mixture, is of doubtful interpretation.  Some have concluded that it consisted of an immense number of beasts of prey;  but it is more probable that every kind of annoying insect is intended;  and this is the sense in which the words are considered by the English translators of the Bible.  Amongst these insects may be enumerated the gadfly, or hornet, and the Egyptian beetle, both of which insects, brought forth in great numbers, would have been a fearful scourge.  If these were a part of this plague, then the Egyptians, in this event, also, were punished through the medium of their idols;  for both occupied a place among their sacred creatures.  It is not said whether the magicians imitated this plague, but it is described as being so severe, that it exhorted Pharaoh’s partial consent;  “Go ye, sacrifice to your God in the land,” and when Moses and Aaron represented the offence they would give to the Egyptians, who would stone them for sacrificing animal sacrifices, he reluctantly consented that they should go beyond its borders;  “only” he added, “ye shall not go very far away.”  He further desired them to “entreat” for him that the plague might be removed.  Moses expressed his readiness to intercede with Jehovah for the removal of the plague, at the same time venturing to add this caution, “Let not Pharaoh deal deceitfully any more in not letting the people go to sacrifice to the Lord.”  But no sooner had this calamity passed away, than the pledge of this king was again broken;  he “hardened his heart at this time also, neither would he let the people go,”  Exodus  8:20-32.  This new breach of promise, however, drew down on the land of Egypt still more severe visitations.

“THE  FIFTH  PLAGUE” – This plague was of a more deadly description than any of the preceding.  This was the plague of murrain, under the effects of which, great numbers of the cattle of Egypt died, while those of the Hebrews remained unharmed.  This distinction, which had not hitherto been made, was notified to Pharaoh in the threatening of the plague by Moses, and he sent to assure himself whether it had taken place;  but he still remained obdurate, and he would not yet give them permission to go as desired,  Exodus  9:1-7.

“THE  SIXTH  PLAGUE” – The monarch of Egypt had so often abused the respites and warnings vouchsafed to him and his servants that now a sorer set of plagues, affecting themselves, began to be inflicted.  By the Divine command, Moses, in the presence of Pharaoh, sprinkled ashes of the furnace toward heaven, and an ulcerous inflammation of the most painful and violent description broke forth;  not only upon man, but on such of the cattle as had hitherto been spared.  It affected even the priestly magicians themselves, which so shamed them that they retired from the presence of Moses, thus relinquishing all rivalry and opposition.


This was a very significant plague:  “the furnace” from which the ashes were taken, aptly represented “the iron furnace” of Egyptian bondage,  Deuteronomy  4:20;  and the scattering of the ashes in the air, might have referred to the usage of the Egyptians in their Typhonian sacrifices of human victims;  while it converted another of their elements, and of their gods, the air, or ether, into an instrument of their chastisement.  And now The LORD for the first time “hardened the heart of Pharaoh,” after he had so repeatedly hardened it himself, “and he hearkened not unto them;  as the Lord had spoken to Moses.”   Though Pharaoh probably felt the scourge of the boil, as well as his people, it did not soften nor humble his hear.  And when he willfully and obstinately turned away from the light, and shut his eyes against the luminous evidences vouchsafed to him of the supremacy of the GOD  OF  THE  HEBREWS, and had twice broken his promise, when he was indulged with a respite, and dealt deceitfully, he became a peculiar object of just punishment, and the hardness or obduracy of his heart increased.  And such is the usual and the righteous course of his providence:  when nations or individuals despise the warnings of Heaven, abuse their best gifts, and resist the means of grace, God then delivers them over to a reprobate or undiscerning mind, “to work all uncleanness with greediness,”  Romans  1:28;  Ephesians  4:19;  Exodus  9:8-12.

“THE  SEVENTH  PLAGUE” – This plague was announced to Pharaoh and his servants, with unusual solemnity.  Moses was charged to make his wonted demand, which he did in these emphatic words;  “Thus saith the Lord God of the Hebrews, Let my people go, that they may serve me.  For I will at this time send all my plagues upon thine heart, and upon thy servants and upon thy people;  that thou mayest know that  there is none like me in all the earth.  For now I will stretch out my hand that I may smite thee and thy people with pestilence;  and thou shalt be cut off from the earth.  And in very deed for this cause have I raised thee up, for to show in thee my power;  and that my name may be declared throughout all the earth.  As yet exaltest thou thyself against my people that thou wilt not let them go?  Behold, tomorrow about this time I will cause it to rain a very grievous hail, such as hath not been in Egypt since the foundation thereof even until now.”  At the time appointed, “the morrow,”  Moses lifted up his rod towards heaven, and the predicted storm of hail, accompanied with fearful thunderings and vivid lightnings, the flames of which ran along the ground, commenced.  The storm was so heavy, and the hailstones of such prodigious size and weight that they killed man and beast, shattered the trees and destroyed the crops of flax and barley.  These effects had been intimated, and the prediction was mercifully coupled with the advice that those who believed, and feared the Lord, should place their servants and cattle under shelter before it took place;  and the effect which had been produced upon the minds of the Egyptians is shown by the fact, that many of Pharaoh’s servants did believe, and caused their servants and their cattle to “flee into the houses,” lest they should be destroyed.


Seeing that rain is exceedingly rare and hail almost unknown in Egypt, so fearful a storm as this must have been one of the greatest marvels to the Egyptians.  And it must have appeared more striking, since the land of Goshen was totally exempt from its effects.  The obdurate heart of Pharaoh was, indeed, struck with awe at this visitation:  he called for Moses and Aaron, and said unto them, “I have sinned this time:  the Lord is righteous, and I and my people are wicked.  Entreat the Lord (for it is enough) that there be no more mighty thunderings and hail;  and I will let you go, and ye shall stay no longer.”  Moses, well acquainted with the monarch’s character, plainly intimated that he placed no reliance on his promise;  nevertheless, he engaged to obtain an immediate cessation of the storm.  The storm ceased, and Pharaoh, when he saw there was respite, “hardened his heart, he and his servants;  neither would he let the children of Israel go,”  Exodus  9:13-35.

“THE  EIGHTH  PLAGUE” – Another demand was made, and upon Pharaoh’s effusing compliance, the arrival of an army of locusts was announced, which should destroy every green thing that had escaped the destroying effects of the hail.  In announcing this visitation, mention is made of one very important object of this and the ensuing plagues:  this was, that the faith of the Hebrews themselves might be confirmed.


The army of locusts came, and they completed the havoc begun by the hail.  The sacred historian says, they “went up over all the land of Egypt, and rested in all the coasts of Egypt:  very grievous were they;  before them there were no such locusts as they, neither after them shall be such.  For they covered the face of the whole earth, so that the land was darkened;  and they did eat every herb of the land, and all the fruit of the trees which the hail had left:  and there remained not any green thing in the trees, or in the herbs of the field, through all the land of Egypt.”  Now, although locusts are very common in Arabia, they very rarely appear in Egypt;  the Red Sea forming a barrier against them, as they are not formed for crossing seas, or for long flights.  On the present occasion, however they were enabled, by a strong east wind, to cross that sea from Arabia, which is another remarkable circumstance, as the prevailing winds in Egypt, blow six months from the north, and six months from the south.  The plague must, therefore, have appeared to the Egyptians altogether preternatural.  As such they looked upon it, and such was its powerful operation, that Pharaoh called for Moses and Aaron, and avowed his fault, and begged for one reprieve more.  “And the Lord turned a mighty strong west wind,”  (which blew from the Mediterranean Sea, and cast them into the Red Sea) so completely, that “there remained not one locust in all the coasts of Egypt.”  But when relief had been given, Pharaoh would not allow the Hebrews to take their families and flocks, though he was still willing that the men should do as they desired,  Exodus  10:1-20.

“THE  NINTH  PLAGUE” – This obduracy on the part of the Egyptian monarch brought a new and most extraordinary plague upon Egypt.  In that land, where a dark cloud seldom throws an obscuration on the clear blue face of the skies, for three days there was utter darkness – a darkness which, to use the sacred writer’s own emphatic words, “might be felt,” and which prevented the people from seeing one another.  This phenomenon must have been not only astounding, but humiliating to the Egyptians, since their great deity, the sun, and darkness, another of their deities, were made the instruments of their punishment.  Their consternation thereat is strongly represented by their total inaction.  Petrified with horror, no one rose from “his place for three days,” and Pharaoh, compelled to relax, offered to let the men and their families go, but he wished to keep the flocks and herds, as security for their return.  Moses represented that, as they were going for the express purpose of offering sacrifices to Jehovah, it was necessary that the cattle should go with them;  and he peremptorily declared, that “not a hoof” should be left behind, Exodus  10:21-27.  But the proud monarch determined not to relinquish this last security, which would remain to him, and Moses, perceiving his obstinancy, proceeded to predict another visitation.

“THE  TENTH  PLAGUE” – The account of the last and most severe plague is best given I the emphatic words of the Scripture:--“Thus saith the Lord, About midnight will I go out into the midst of Egypt:  and all the firstborn in the land of Egypt shall die, from the firstborn of Pharaoh that sitteth upon his throne, even unto the firstborn of the maidservant that is behind the mill;  and all the firstborn of beasts.  And there shall be a great cry throughout all the land of Egypt, such as there was none like it, nor shall be like it any more.  But against any of the children of Israel shall not a dog move his tongue, against man or beast:  that ye may know how that the Lord doth put a difference between the Egyptians and Israel.  And all these thy servants shall come down unto me, and bow down themselves unto me, saying, Get thee out, and all the people that follow thee:  and after that I will go out.”  Such a threat, delivered in so high a tone, both in the name of the God of Israel and of Moses, exasperated the haughty monarch, and he answered, in sentences rendered abrupt by passion:  “Get thee from me, take heed to thyself,  se my face no more;  for in that day thou seest my face thou shalt die.”  Moses withdrew from the monarch’s presence, and finally fro the court, to join the Hebrews in the land of Goshen, Exodus  10.


On that night, while the Jews were celebrating a newly instituted feast, the Passover, which had reference to the coming event, the destroying angel went forth in a pestilence, and smote all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, as predicted.  Throughout the whole country, there were lamentations and bitter weeping, for there was not a house into which death did not enter.  The monarch himself rose up in the night, with his nobles, and the Egyptian people, in great sorrow;  and he sent to Moses and Aaron a message to this effect:  “Rise up, and get you forth from among my people, both ye and the children of Israel;  and go, serve the Lord, as ye have said.  Also take your flocks and your herds, as ye have said and be gone;  and bless me also.”  The Egyptian people also, “were urgent upon the people, that they might send them out of the land in haste;  for they said, We be all dead men,”  Exodus  Chapters 11 and 12.

OTHER  INSTANCES  WHERE  GOD  DECLARES  HIMSELF – GOD  AGAINST  BAAL – In the case of the eight hundred and fifty prophets of Baal against Elijah, the prophet, God overthrew the false gods of the heathen people and established the fact that He is the only God  (I Kings  18).

- THE  FIRST  OF  THE  TEN  COMMANDMENTS – Note the first of the ten commandments:  “I am the Lord thy God, which have brought thee out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage.  Thou shalt have no other gods before me, Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image.”  We learn here that God is a jealous God and wants all love, honor and devotion.  “Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind”  (Matthew  22:37).


Definition of the word GOD.  The name for God in the Hebrew language (the language in which the Old Testament was written) is Elohim and is a plural noun formed from El, strength.  To form a plural in the Hebrew language, one must have three or more persons or things.  This is strange to those who are not students of that language, for they are accustomed to the English singular, meaning one, and plural, meaning two or more.  However, the Hebrew language has a singular, meaning one,  dual, meaning tow, and  plural, meaning three or more.  Thus, the word God means strength.  His attributes, however, include love, compassion, justice, mercy, truth, etc.  His powers enable Him to create all things.  His wisdom gives us His word, the Bible.  Since the plural noun is used to form Elohim, which is translated “God” in the English Bible, and as we have already noted that the word el means strength or strong one, we put the two together, thus deriving “three strong ones.”  This does not denote three personages, but simply the three, which go to make up the “Trinity,”  Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  Three personalities of the Godhead are expressed in the Hebrew word GOD.
A.
PERSONALITY  OF  GOD

1.
GOD  IS  A  PERSON,  NOT  A  PRINCIPLE

This is proved by the fact that He creates.  Genesis  1:1, “In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.”  It takes more than  principle to create the universe.  Principle created nothing.

Hebrews  3:4, “For every house is builded by some man;  but he that built all things is God.”  Activity comes from life – not mere principle.  

A number of years ago archeologists stumbling upon what appeared to be carved stones in a jungle cleared away the underbrush, vines and trees to investigate the carvings.  There was not a village within a number of miles.  Natives could not remember any civilization ever having been in this area, yet within a few short weeks, the 

archeologists had not only found images carved in stone, but also the foundations of ancient dwellings, graves and other artifacts of a forgotten civilization.  Though no one had seen the builders, they would not argue that they had not been there in ages gone.  The fact that the houses had been built, images had been carved and the place had been lived in spoke one emphatic truth – people had been there.

The fact that the universe is and this earth on which we live is the product of a builder teaches us the fact there is a God.   No house can exist without a builder and no material, spiritual or intellectual creation can exist without a builder.  We call this intelligent force God.

Revelation  4:11;  Psalm  100:3;  Psalm  19:1;  and  Romans  1:20  all manifest God as Creator.  Creation comes only from 


a definite  power.  This proves God to be living, wise, and active, otherwise, there would be no universe.  To limit God to a principal, or “a good and wholesome idea,” as some would have it, would of necessity, create a riddle for the beginning and existence of the universe, for certainly, no creation came from just a “good idea,” or “standard of righteousness.”

2.
GOD  MANIFESTS  HIMSELF  TO  THE  WORLD


Proof that God is a personality and not mere principle or an imaginary standard in the minds of men is displayed when He  presented Himself to the world in the person of Jesus Christ.  All  that man has ever seen or heard of God is the Christ element.

Christ was God manifested in natural man.  Christ is a person, not merely a principle  (Hebrews  1:3).

In Colossians  2:9 and Colossians  1:15, we note Christ,  the firstborn, the Son of God and the image of God, walking, preaching, praying, doing miracles, even saving people.  Could we confine God to a principle?  Isaiah  40:17, 18.

The fact that Christ is the physical manifestation of God is proof enough that God is a literal being.  These scriptures in Hebrews and Colossians are two, among many, which teach that Christ is God dwelling in human flesh.  John said, “And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and  truth.”  (John  1:14).

How could God manifest himself in a physical or material way if all there is to Him is principle – a rule or law of action conduct?



3.
GOD  IS  OMNIPRESENT

This means that God is everywhere at the same time.  Our finite minds are as unable to comprehend this as it would be for an electrician to measure the voltage of a circuit with a yardstick.  Things measured, weighed or valued must be done with the proper instruments.  Our minds are fitted, principally, for this world, thus, we must take God at His word and not try to understand how God can be everywhere at the same time.

In  I Kings 8:27, Solomon knew that God could not be confined to a house.  Also read Psalm  139:7-10;  Isaiah  66:1;  Jeremiah  23:23-24;  Job  9:11;  Isaiah  57:15;  and Acts  17:26-27.

The prefix omni means all.  In other words, God is all present, that is, He is present everywhere at all times.  This is hard for us to conceive, because we try to bring God down to human realms and limit Him to our status in life.  Read the scriptures given above once again and try to grasp the truth they reveal.  It is impossible for us to know how God can be every place at the same time, but we can accept the fact of it.



4.
GOD  IS  OMNISCIENT

That is, God is all knowing.  There is nothing hid from His all seeing eye and nothing He does not know.

Read the following scriptures:  Psalm  33:13-14;  Psalm  139:11-12;  Job  34:2;  Proverbs  15:3;  Daniel  2:22.  Once again let it be impressed upon the mind that God is not tied to time nor space.  As He is every place at the same time, so is He all knowing.

The average person is slow to learn just how great God is.  He is too apt to bring Him down to earth and make Him, more or less, a superman.  Revise your Christian thinking and broaden your conception of the Triune God.

5.
GOD  IS  FROM  EVERLASTING  TO  EVERLASTING

Read  Psalm  90:2;  Isaiah  9:6;  Isaiah  40:28;  Revelation  1:8;  and  I Timothy  1:17.

Time, as God knows it, is not known to man;  there is no beginning for God, no ending, no night, etc.  Every person can state the date of his birth.  He can remember his childhood and youth.  Many can see the end of the trail of earthly life facing them, but with God there is only one eternal present.  

Alpha is the first letter of the Greek alphabet, and Omega is the last;  there is nothing before, nor after, these two characters.  Rather, all other letters come between these two.  So it is with God;  there is nothing before Him nor after Him.  He is the all inclusive One.  Now  note the remainder of Revelation  1:8 which states,  “saith the Lord which IS, and which WAS, and which is to COME.”  In other words, He is the past, present and future God.



6.
GOD  IS  ALMIGHTY

Read  Genesis  17:1;  Genesis  35:11; and Exodus  6:2-3.

The words God Almighty are translated from the Hebrew El Shaddi.  El means the powerful one, and is translated “God”.  Shaddi means mother’s breast, or the nourisher.  Joining these two words, the ancients coined the expression, the nourishing God.

7.
GOD  IS  THEREFORE,  MANIFEST  IN  THREE  WAYS

A.
SPIRIT – The English word “spirit” is translated from the Greek word PNEUMA.  It is a very hard word to define;  however, the Lord used the wind to represent the work of the Spirit in regeneration (John  3:8).  Nicodemus could not understand the birth of the Spirit, and Jesus told him that neither could he understand how the wind blew – where it came from and where it was going.  In fact, some

of the ancient people thought of the spirit as wind or air.  Some went so far as to believe that the breath of man was the spirit of man.

Because the spirit cannot be seen, it is very hard to explain what it actually is, but there is a passage of scripture in Isaiah  31:3 which says, “Now the Egyptians are men, and not God, and their horses flesh, and not spirit.”  We have here a contrast of flesh and spirit.  In other words, Isaiah, knowing that men would have difficulty understanding the term spirit, contrasted it with flesh.  So, spirit is not flesh or material things – that is certain.

As has been said before, the Greek word from which we get our English word “spirit” is pneuma and the Hebrew word is reuah.  We have derivatives such as pneumatic, pneumonia, and pneumonic, which are English words dealing with air and the lungs.  There is also an ailment 

of the human race called “rheumatism,” which is a painful  disease of the joints and muscles, accompanied by swelling and stiffness.  Perhaps, the people of old thought the spirits of devils entered their bodies, causing pain.

Although we cannot see spirits we can well know there is such.  They are contrasted with material things.

The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of God and is, of course, the only omnipresent spirit, as is expressed in Psalm  139:7;  and John  4:24.

B.
INTELLIGENCE – Read  Daniel  2:20-22 – Three words are called to your attention, namely,  WISDOM,  KNOWLEDGE, and  KNOWETH.  God is not only a Spirit but He is also an INTELLIGENT  Spirit.  The change of the times and seasons are credited to His superior intellect.  Through  His profound mind, rulers of the earth are allowed to rise and fall.  Wisdom is the proper application of knowledge – if one is wise, God gives him that wisdom.  Clear perception of truth is knowledge, and God has given to His people the God-like element to perceive.   All the deep and secret things – things that are either hard for

man to understand or even those things man cannot understand – are clearly revealed to God.  Darkness and light are alike to him.  Darkness is a great hindrance to mankind.  He gropes and stumbles in it.  It has been universally adopted as a symbol of ignorance and wickedness, but, with God there is no darkness.

Light has, on the other hand, been adopted as a symbol of knowledge and truth.  Note the latter part of the verse from Daniel, “And the light dwelleth (lives) with him.”
In Psalm  147:5 the Psalmist speaks of the understanding of God as infinite.  FINITE means to terminate or end;  INFINITE means to have NO  END.  The word finish comes from finite – therefore INFINITE means no limits – no bounds – no limitations.  Then, God’s understanding has no limits or ends.  Read  Proverbs 3:19-20;  Job  9:4;  Psalm  139:2.

C.
MATERIAL – The  material element of God is found in Christ, the Son of God.  This does not mean that all there is to Christ is material or substance.  Rather, it means that all the material part of God is found in Christ.

We have already noted that God is a Spirit.  He is more than that.  He is also intelligence.   Now, we go one step farther and point out that He is also substance.  The Christ is the physical expression of all three, Spirit, Intelligence and Material.  Christ is the only physical manifestation of God.  Christ is called the “Word” in John  1:14, where it says that the Word was made “flesh” and dwelt among us.  

Read  John  1:18 and Hebrews  1:3.  Let us examine carefully the two words “express image.”  Ex means out;  press means to push, or thrust. Image means likeness.  This analysis teaches that God pushed Himself out into the material realm, or the human flesh, so that man may have all the benefits of Deity.   On the other hand, God, taking the place of man, could suffer and die for him, thus meeting the demands that Deity places upon sinful humanity.

Now read  I John  1:1; I Timothy  3:16 and Philippians  2:7-8.  In this respect, God being manifest in natural man, could both live and die for the human race and satisfy Divine justice at the same time.  He lived for man, in that He lived an upright life and kept the law of God to a jot and tittle.  He died for man in that He died on behalf of those who, because they were unable to live perfect lives, had sinned, bringing the curse of death upon them (Romans  8:3).

8.
THEOPHANIES – A theophany is a manifestation of God to man by actual experience.  There were several theophanies in the Old Testament, such as, the burning bush that Moses saw, the man who wrestled with Jacob at the river, Jabbok and Elijah’s experience in II Kings  2:11.  Christ, who is coexistent with the Father, was, of course, these manifestations, “for the only begotten Son, which is in the bosom of the Father, he hath declared (made known) him.”

Theophany is a compound word.  It is a combination of two Greek words which mean “God shining.”  Theos means God, and phanie means to shine.  Literally, it means a manifestation of God.

The outstanding point that one should grasp is that there is a material aspect of God.  Christ actually is that manifestation.

9.
THE  TRINITY – Since we are studying the three manifestations of God, it is proper at this time to call your attention to the expression “trinity.”  This term is not a Bible one, although it is a Bible truth.  It simply means three  united  into  one.  The three are Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  In the study of the word, it seems that the Father is manifest in the Intelligence of God as the great Planner.  The Son, in whom actually the Godhead consists, is (as far as man can discern) predominately physical.  The Holy Spirit, of course, is the Spirit of God.  These three make the Godhead, or the Trinity – the triune (three in one) God.

There are not three Gods.  Literally, there is only one. There are three manifestations of the one God.  God is a Spirit, but that is not all He is.  He is also Intelligence and Material.  I  John  5:7, “There are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word and the Holy Ghost, and these three are one.”
Christ, as SON, is eternal with the Father.  Christ is God in the natural man and only expressed Himself in the natural man

beginning with His birth.

Read  I Corinthians  8:6;  Philippians  2:6-8;  John  17:5;  Colossians  1:15;  Colossians  2:9;  and Revelation  3:14.

The doctrine of the trinity is expressed in many things as we will see in the future.  It is particularly noticeable in God and man.  Some who doubt God and His Word say that it is IMPOSSIBLE for ONE God to be THREEFOLD.  If we can take a simple illustration from nature, perhaps we can better understand it.  If water is put over the fire, it gets hot and is changed to steam.  If water is made cold enough, it will freeze and change to ice.  Here we have water (1) a liquid, (2) steam, a vapor, (3) ice, a solid.  It is all H 2O (two parts hydrogen and one part oxygen), yet expressed in three different and distinct ways.  There are not three Gods, but three manifestations of one God.

Again, time is one thing, yet manifested in three ways:


1.
Past

Another illustration easily understood is that of our own United States Government.  This republic is but one government, yet, it has three distinct attributes.

1. 
The Executive Department, which includes the president and his cabinet.

2.
The Legislative Department, which includes the congress and the House of

Representatives



(This is the law making body).

3.
The Judicial Department, that is, the Supreme Court.

The executive department executes the laws of the land.  The legislative branch makes the laws of the land;  the judicial department interprets the laws of the land.  It would be impossible to take a rope and draw a line, segregating into one little area, the executive, judicial or the legislative branch from any other department.  It is so integrated

that they are all one and yet, in office, they each have their own particular function.

The illustration we mentioned concerning time – past, present and future – simply shows the three attributes of time, yet, time itself is one thing.  Thus, God is one – inseparable – yet, in His words, He manifests Himself by the Intelligence, which we call the Father.  Through His power of creation, inspiration, providence, etc, His Spirit is made known.  We call Him the Holy Spirit.  That which men have seen and felt and heard is in the physical realm, which is the Son.  Yet, oddly enough, all three of these attributes are embodied into one person

(Colossians  2:9).



10.
GOD  IS  AN  ENTITY

The word entity means that which is real, or factual.  Some things are fictional.  No responsible adult would expect to see “Uncle Sam” if he visited Washington, D.C.  There is no tall gentleman with a white goatee, tall star studded hat and striped pants.   This is a symbol representing the United States Government  as “John Bull” represents




Great Britain.

Santa is a jovial, mythical creature, representative of good times, fun, giving – but most of us have, long ago, been disillusioned concerning this character.

Some may regard God as fictional – imaginative, but not so – He is real – AN ENTITY.  

From This, Logically Comes Activity.

Read  Psalm  33:4 and Isaiah  43:13.

Activity denotes energy – the state of action.  Activity comes only from life.  The point is, God is a God of activity – He works, He creates.  Thus, we believe in a triune God who is manifest in Spirit, Intelligence and Material – one who is omnipresent, omnipotent and omniscient – one who is a God of light and life.  How far removed our God is from those pagans whose deities are made of stone, wood or even gold.   These deities have no ears with which to hear, no hands with which to work, no mouth with which to speak words of guidance or comfort.

II.
ANGELS


Angels are created spiritual and intellectual beings.  The original meaning of the word ANGEL is king, then messenger.  The Hebrew word is MALACH and the Greek word is AGGELLO.  Angels are dual in nature, that is, spirit and intelligence.


Psalm  104:4, “Who maketh His angels spirits;  his ministers a flaming fire.”  Because fire is light, alive and beneficial to humanity, God likens His angels to a flaming fire.


Originally, the king of a tribe was one who could serve his people best.  He was either the best warrior or could lead in the most intelligent manner, thereby becoming their ruler.  Taking this into consideration, it is easy to understand why the terms king and messenger came to mean about the same thing.  An angel, therefore, is a messenger or king, in the sense of a servant.  Originally, they were created as messengers, or servants, for God, but, later, God assigned them to the use of mankind.


Angels are spiritual deacons.  They minister in the spiritual realm as deacons of the church minister in the physical realm.  Matthew  4:11, “Then the devil leaveth him, and behold, angels came and ministered unto him.”  The word ministered, is, basically, “deaconed” unto him.  Pastors are spoken of as angels in Revelation  1:20.  


Angels are created beings, as we note in the following scriptures:  Hebrews  1:7.  In Colossians  1:16, we note that things visible and invisible were made by God, Christ being the agent, so angels (INVISIBLE  SPIRITS),  are created through Christ.


In the book of Enoch, in the Lost Books of the Bible (not included in the canon of the Bible) a discussion of angels is found in the twenty-fourth chapter.  We should especially note this discussion.  

Angels were created for the purpose of serving God, that is, to minister unto God in whatever realm He would place them.  Some of them minister in the realm of spirit, some in the realm of mind, and some in the realm of material.


An innumerable host of angels was created (Genesis  2:1).  Compare also Luke  2:13 where angels are referred to as “heavenly host.”

The angels were created before the world was (Job  28:4-7).  The sons of God here mentioned are the angels.  Man was not created before the earth, therefore, could not have been there to shout for joy.  Angels are likened unto men in many places in the Bible and called the sons of God.  In this passage, angels are called both “sons of God” and “Morning Stars.”  God teaches Job that he was not present when the earth was created, but the angels were.  Since angels were created and were present to shout and sing at the creation of the world, it naturally follows that they were created before the world.  Evidently, angels were the very first creatures that God made. 


The trinity of things has already been mentioned.  Let u go into detail here and bring out some thoughts that will bear out the idea.  All things consist of one or more of three things, (1) Spirit, (2) Intelligence, (3) Material.  A tree is made of material things.  It has neither mind nor spirit.  A dog is material and mind (mind only in the sense that we know it, as animal instinct.  This animal instinct provides for self-preservation, reproduction, food, etc.).  Angels are spirit and mind, but not material.  Only on rare occasions have they thrust themselves into the material.  When this was done, it was for he benefit of man that he could see them and talk with them.


When God created animals, He made them of material.  When He made the earth, He made it of material.  When He made angels, He made them of spirit and mind, thus, angels are dual (two) in nature.


A.
THREE  ORDERS

There are three orders, or groups, of angels – those ministering to God in the realm of spirit – those ministering to God in the realm of mind – and those ministering to God in the realm of material.  Each have their specific work to do.  The chart below will give a brief outline of the three orders:

1.
SPIRIT – The head, or archangel, is Michael whose name means ONE  LIKE  GOD.  The word is found five times in the Bible, and in every case, Michael and his group of angels are ministering to God in the realm of spirit (Jude  9).

Two important points to be observed in this passage are:

(1)  Michael is an archangel.  This means that he is a super or head angel.  The section of the word “arch” angel denotes first, or head.

(2)  Michael is disputing with the devil.  This characteristic  is predominant with Michael wherever his name is found in God’s Word.

Read Daniel  10:13 – This is the explanation Gabriel gave to Daniel when he came to make him understand the vision he had seen.  The prince of the kingdom of Persia must have been some evil force that tried to stop Gabriel from going to Daniel, but Michael came to the rescue and fought for  Gabriel so he could get to Daniel.  This is the second time Michael has been noted fighting against the devil.  In Daniel  10:21, Gabriel says that he is going back and fight with the  prince of Persia, and the prince of Grecia shall come, but there is one who will help him and will stand with him, the ANGEL MICHAEL.

In Revelation  12:7, Michael is again contending with the devil.  Here Michael is chief with many angels under him, that is, they are subject to him.

It is generally believed that one third of the angels belong to Michael, one third to Gabriel, and one third belong to Lucifer.  This is hinted in the third and fourth verses of the twelfth chapter of Revelation.

The fifth time the name Michael is noted is Daniel  12:1.  Daniel was prophesying of the resurrection of the righteous and I Thessalonians  4:16 says that the voice of the ARCHANGEL will call the sleeping from their graves to their heavenly homes, so Michael will be the one who will sound the trumpet for the resurrection.  In this study of Michael, one can clearly see that he ministers to God in the realm of spirit.

2.
INTELLIGENCE – The chief, or head, angel is GABRIEL, and the name means HERO  OF  GOD.  His name appears four




times in the sacred writings.

Read  Daniel  8:16 – We are not going into detail and try to solve the meaning of the vision, but to bring out the thought that the angel Gabriel was sent to make a man UNDERSTAND the vision.  We understand from this that Gabriel is working in the INTELLECTUAL realm.

Read  Daniel  9:21,22 and Luke  1:5-20 – In every case we have found Gabriel working in the minds or intelligences, of men.  Surely, Gabriel has no other work than to give men skill and understanding.

The time arrived for the world’s most important birth.  The prophets had told that a virgin should conceive and bring forth a Son who would be “God with us.”  For four thousand years, the people of the earth had longed for that Son.  The Hebrew race knew they had been chosen of God as the people through whom the child would come into the world, but there had been over four hundred years in which a prophet had not spoken to Israel by inspiration, and, besides that, they had been in bondage to four worldwide empires.  There were so many things they did not understand, yet the time had come and God sent His archangel, Gabriel, to a maiden, and he explained to her (Luke  1:26-30).  Thus, the information came from Gabriel, that Mary was to be the other of our Lord.  He was still working in the intellectual realm.

3.
MATERIAL – These angels are headed by Lucifer.  The Hebrew name is Halael and means shining one.
Derivatives of this word are halo and hallelujah.  In photography, the word halation deals with the spreading of light beyond its proper boundaries, such as may appear in an interior view, around a window facing the sky.  These words are given that we might grasp the idea built into the word halael.  There is no expression, nor description, that can properly describe the beauty and splendor of this particular group of angels.  Some have given him the title of “light carrier,” or the shining one.  This is particularly noted in Ezekiel  28:13-14.

When the world was created, Lucifer and his angels were placed over this material realm of creation to minister to God in it.  Lucifer was  ambitious and wanted more.  He

wanted to be equal with Michael and Gabriel.  How Lucifer left this earth and ascended to be equal with Michael and Gabriel is another story and will be dealt with near the close of the study of this age.

III.
A  STUDY  OF  CREATION


As has already been noticed, the creation is three-fold.  Angels and all other spirits are in the spiritual realm.  All minds are in the intellectual realm and everything physical is in the material realm.  Let us consider some of the false theories of creation, then see what the inspired record says about it.  


There are three basic or fundamental ideas of the origin of things, classified as follows:



1.
Hamitic  Philosophy



2.
Japhetic  Philosophy



3.
Shemitic  Philosophy


The Greeks and the Romans had their theories but they borrowed all their ideas from the Japhetic and the Hamitic teachings.


The first theory of creation we shall note here is that of the materialist.  He is either atheist or chemical evolutionist.  There is not much difference between the two;  the first believes in chance bringing together the chemical particles, which, with chemical affinity, produces everything in existence.  Beautiful descriptions of this have been presented by scientists, time and again, until it is evident that they have very vivid imaginations.  The latter, the chemical evolutionist, believes that chemism is entirely responsible for the existence of the present order of things, but that the present order has not always been, having evolved out of other orders of things, even down to the nebular condition of everything.


The second theory is that of a selective force working on the chemical elements with a purpose, however, rather a fatalistic force, and not an intelligent force, and its purpose is to develop gods, demons, beneficient things which are angelic, and a man, and then orders running down to the very lowest forms of life, until we go into chemism again, being given the power of selection.  This theory necessitates that creation is going on all the time, and there has always been creation at every turn in time in all space.  Rather a nice theory, but science has never yet been in a position to solve the mystery of life, however lowly.  This theory of life is the latest and the best that man has ever been able to theorize on.  Yet, the pseudoscientists have been struggling manfully to destroy the faith of the average Christian.  However, the only persons affected much, so far, are the young, who are being educated under the present system, which is rapidly coming to the position of the evolutionist.


The third statement of the creation is that found in the mind of the average Christian.  There is a statement going the round that God is responsible for all creation; the average person gives him power, wisdom and intelligence, but they fail to conceive of God as being able to create anything directly.  This borders closely on what the scientist has named, THEISTIC  EVOLUTION, that is, God made everything, but He did not take the trouble to supervise and do the work of creation, but set laws going, and these laws worked out what we now see in the present order of things.  Many Christian believers think that God first brought into being, CHAOS, and then worked out of that chaos the present heaven and earth.  This is the average idea of Christians, and they render the first chapter of Genesis as being a divine process of seven great periods or days.  They give the word “day” the meaning of a long period of time, but they have no grounds for this.


The Babylonian Epics do not start with the beginning of creation, but only with the rebuilding of it, after the battle of the gods.  This poem of seven thousand lines recounts the stories of the battle of the gods, then the destruction of the evil gods, and peace was brought about.  The present creation came out of the bodies of these gods and goddesses of evil, which had been destroyed by Bel Marduk, the chief of the Hamitic gods.


Now the kingdom of Babylon, as the Bible records, was founded by Nimrod, a grandson of Ham, the son of Noah.  This poem, which was the Babylonian and Chaldean Bible and now believed by the Chaldeans with as much credence as we put into our Bible, was the real Bible for those ancient Hamitic people.


Ham soon lost the kingdom, because he could not furnish the men with initiative and intelligence to man the empire, but this poem did not originate the Hamitic philosophy, the sum of which is this original chaotic void, out of which the gods of the Hamites made the heavens and the earth.  A selective force of these gods, who had no particular care for how the creation came into order, brought out the highest power of the creation, which they called sex, making gods to fit their ideas.


Baal and Astarte became the highest elements in their sex worship.  This resembles modern theistic evolution very much, but does not resemble the higher thinking of Christians today.  However, many Christians begin their ideas of creation with an original chaos, the very thing the Hamites believed.  They do not think that God could have originally created a beautiful heaven and earth, and then, because of rebellion in God’s angelic host, this heaven and earth could have been wrecked and then God rebuilt it.  However, this fact shall be shown from the inspired Word.


The Japhetic peoples, who were best shown to us in the Greeks and Romans – the best educated of these Japhethites, became the originators of the philosophy of the chemical action of creation.  Thales, a Greek philosopher who lived seven hundred years before Christ, stated this idea rather clearly in the few principles of the philosophy he has left us.  Anaximander, a pupil of Thales, wrote out several principles of modern evolution.  He first produced the Nebular Hypothesis of modernists, by saying that a flame originally surrounded the earth and that flame broke into rings and afterwards formed the sun, moon, and the stars.  A quotation of his follows:  “Living creatures arose from the moist element (water) as it was evaporated by the sun.  Man was like other animals, namely, a fish in the beginning.”  Anaximander lived 646 to 610 B.C.  Thus, Japhetic philosophy originated this early, and enough quotations of these ancient Greeks and Romans are in existence to show that modern chemical and theistic evolution came from them.


Many of these philosophies were crowded into Christian and Hebraic thinking when the Hebrews and Christians began to study the philosophies of the Hamitic and Japhetic peoples.  Naturally, the Hebrews of the common run of people and educated, uninspired men of their leaders began their study of the philosophies of the Japhetic and Hamitic peoples around them.  The Sadducees of the time of Jesus were examples of Hebrews who had been studying the Greek and Roman philosophy, and thereby denying the resurrection of the body.  To show how these philosophers thought, let us quote from Xenophanes, “For we all arise from earth and water, all things are earth and water that come into being and grow.”  Xenophanes lived from 517 to 479 B.C.  Now we can observe what these Greek philosophers did to the Hebrew thinkers, when they began to study this kind of Japhetic philosophy.


Japhetic philosophy and Hamitic philosophy were so mixed up in the thinking of both Jews and Middle-Age Christians, that we have no wonder that such things are a part of the thinking of traditional philosophies which are handed down to the very smallest of the people of our own nation.  Most things, excepting what the Word of the Almighty God says, are so legendry and so filled with tradition that the greater part of the thoughts are not very reliable.  Men have heard that a thing is a certain way, and they never take the trouble to investigate it, but begin to fight for the superstition on the least provocation, and they kill and destroy and heap calamity on the first man who seeks truth.  Such has always been the way of religious fanatics and prejudiced persons.  The human race is the recipient of about six thousand years of superstition and tradition.  When you and I think, our thinking is affected by what men have thought and taught for the past six thousand years.  Only the Bible can be relied upon for the truth.

B.
THE  ORDER  OF  CREATION 

The circle with no beginning nor end, represents eternity.  The human mind cannot conceive of eternity in is fullest measure because it is limited to temporal things.  Eternity is limitless duration – no beginning, no ending.  Let the line of the circle represent duration – attempt to locate the starting place – the end.  Now, think of perpetuity – timelessness – everness – infinite duration – our minds sink into the seas of ceaseless reality.  In order

for us to understand anything, we must be able to conceive that thing in our minds.  Here is a matter we must accept by faith. 

The book of Genesis was written by Moses and is the book of beginnings;  therefore, much of the research for the beginnings of things will be made in the book of  Genesis.   

“In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth,” is the first sentence in the book.  The Hebrew text says, “In the beginnings created God the heavens and the earth.”  Now is the time to study the expression, “In beginning,”  The question 

may be asked, In beginning of what?  In the beginning of time.  What is time?  Time is measured eternity, or measured duration.  It can be explained in this way:  make a circle, and let it represent eternity, because it has no beginning nor ending.  Then, make a point on the circle, measure from that point to another point, and the measured part will represent time, the beginning being the beginning of time.

Now, imagine eternity as a circle – no beginning or ending.  God created the universe;  this act of creation is the first mark on the circle (eternity).  This act begins what we call time.  As has already been stated, time is measured eternity – the measuring starts with creation, thus, “In the beginning.”  Man is so familiar with time and material things it is hard for him to imagine eternity and God.  It is the habit of the human race to try to bring God down to material things and confine Him to time.  With God there is no day and night, yesterday and tomorrow.  Of course, God knows that there is day and night, yesterday and tomorrow, but being tied to it or being affected by it is not so with Him.  Man has a date for his birth.  He can remember his youth.  He looks forward to the next year.  He rests at the close of the day.  He knows this earth is not his eternal resting place.  He has a past, present and future, but not so with God.  There is only the eternal present with Him.

C.
FACTS  OF  THE  CREATION  AS  THE  BIBLE  REVEALS  THEM

There are three reasons why the man of the world does not know the truth about creation:

First, he may not have the mental ability to learn anything.

Second, he may be too lazy to “dig” it out for himself.

Third, he may be too mean to accept the truth when he hears it.

If one wants the truth about the origin of things, he must go to the authentic record, which is the inspired Word of God as it came from the hands of the men who wrote it.  No other record will do to rely upon.  The Bible does not have to be proved the

Word of God, for it proves itself, and no man with reasonable intelligence will ever doubt it, after he makes an investigation.

CREATION  SUDDEN – Note again:  God created the earth, and this act came about suddenly (Isaiah  48:3).  An opinion is gaining popularity that the earth was formed during a period of form seven thousand to seventy million years.  This is quite a contrast to the Bible statement, suddenly, and is made by those who are unable to explain the mysteries, which shroud the early days of the earth and men. Their inability to come to a fixed number of years is proof enough that they are at a loss while applying human wisdom to solve that problem.

The lesson to be learned is that time started with God’s creation.  “In the beginning” begins a period of time.  At the passing of the material creation, time, as known to man, will be known no more.  This course deals with the Bible, passing from eternity with God, into time and finally, into eternity again in the eighth age (The Heaven Ages).

DEFINITION TO CREATE – The Hebrew word used here to translate create, is BARA and means, to cut, form, shape, or fashion.  Nowhere does the Bible say that “create” means to make something out of nothing.  In fact, from nothing comes nothing. The Latin’s said, “de nihilo nihil fit” – nothing comes from nothing.  God did not create the earth from nothing.  All the elements man has been able to discover in the universe – about one hundred – are held in solution in the Spirit of God.  Mark well that all elements were in God.  The elements were broken down into atomic state, that is, into the smallest or most minute condition.

PANTHEISM?  NO. – Pantheism comes from two Greek words.  They are, “pan” which means all, every   or   entire,   and  “theos”  which  means  God.

Pantheism means that the universe in its totality is God.  Actually, God is in possession of all the elements in the universe.  Instead of the universe being God, God owns and controls the universe.  The creation is the handiwork of God.

EARTH  CREATED  PERFECT – When the earth was created, it was perfect.  There was no blemish of sin on it.  Many people read the second verse of Genesis into the first verse.  It does not belong to the first verse, and there is a period of time between the two verses.  For proof of this, read Isaiah  45:18, “For thus saith the Lord that created the heavens.  God himself that formed the earth and made it;  he hath established it, he created it NOT  IN  VAIN (not in tohu – this word means chaos).  Translation:  “For thus saying Jehovah (the one that will be) the one creating (bara) the heavens, himself God forming (yatsar) the earth, and made (asah) it, himself setting up NOT  IN  WASTE  OR  DESOLATION, (tohu) he created it to be inhabited.”  From this, the conclusion is drawn that the earth was perfect when spoken into existence by the perfect Creator.

The Hebrew word tohu without form.  The first time the word is found in the Bible is in Genesis  1:2 where it is said of the earth that it was without form, (tohu).  But God said in Isaiah  45:18 that He created NOT tohu (without form).  The word is rendered vain in Isaiah  45:18.  This statement simply says God did not create the earth in a chaotic condition.  It says He did not create it as it is found in the second verse of Genesis.  God is a perfect God.  His works are perfect.   The earth was, therefore, perfect as it came from His hands and as it is found in Genesis  1:1.

Another use of the word BARA, as create, and properly so, is found in Isaiah  42:5.  “Thus saith God the Lord, he that created the heavens, and stretched them out;  he that spread forth the earth, and that which cometh out of it;  he that giveth breath unto the people upon it, and spirit to them that walk therein.”

A translation is:  “Thus saith the God, Jehovah, the one creating the heavens and the one stretching them out, and the one separating the earth and the things coming out of her, the one giving breath to the people upon her, and spirit to those walking in her.”

CREATION  A  BIRTH  FROM  GOD – The expression “stretching them out and separating the earth” means a rending or tearing off.  Thus, the universe is that which is torn from God.  The elements held in solution in God, the Holy Spirit, were taken to make the material creation.

It is not hard for us to accept the fact that all spirits were created from the Spirit of God;  in the new birth, the spirit of man is such, “partakers of the divine nature” (II Peter  1:4).  In the same manner, the material creation comes from Him.

Read Psalm  90:2 and note the words “brought forth.”  The Hebrew word yeleth means to give birth to.  Compare Genesis  4:1, to help to bear, as a midwife;  Exodus  1:16, to cause to bear;  Isaiah  66(, to cause to have a child;  I Chronicles 2:18, to bring forth;  Isaiah  59:4.  Note Psalm  90:2 where the word yeleth is used.  It was not hard for the Hebrew people to understand the creation with this idea.  A child is begotten, then born;  it is of the parent, but it is not the parents.  So, with the universe – God is the parent, and all things are from Him – issue from Him.  Does this make God a material God?  This question is asked and answered because there are some who have failed to grasp the truth of the creation.  Not only is there a material creation, but also a spiritual and intellectual creation.  So the answer to the question is “NO, God is not a material God,” but, rather, He is a God capable of producing material, spiritual and intellectual realities.

THE  SEEN  FROM  THE  UNSEEN – As has been mentioned before, all the elements, which go to make up this universe, were held in  solution  in God,

these elements being in atomic state.  This means the elements were so small they could not be seen with the natural eye.  Everything we see about us today can be broken down into minute particles, or as we sometimes say dissolved.
Take a spoonful of salt and stir it into a glass of water.  What happens to the salt?  It disappears.  It cannot be seen with the natural eye – it is dissolved.

Has it gone out of existence?  Of course not.  To prove it is still there sip it.  It can be tasted.  Can it ever be reclaimed?  Yes, it can be by simply evaporating the water.  The tiny particles will come back together and crystallize.  What do we learn form this?  At one time all things were with God in atomic or minute state (unseen state) but God spoke and they were brought together into such volume or mass that they can be seen.  Now read Hebrews  11:3.

A study of the final dissolution of this creation and the creation of the heavens and earth will give a fair conception of what happened in the beginning of things.  For the record of this, go to II Peter  3:7, “But the heavens and the earth, which are now, by the same word are kept in store, reserved unto fire against the day of judgment and perdition of ungodly men,…but the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night;  in the which the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat, the earth also and the works that are therein shall be burned up.  Seeing then that all these things shall be  dissolved…”

Just before God creates the new heaven and the new earth, after the one thousand years millennial kingdom, He will dissolve all the material cosmos or

creation and, in doing so, all elements will be broken up into minute, or unseen particles, dissolved in the Spirit of God and crystallized anew.  It appears that all elements will go back into the Spirit of God as they were before Genesis  1:1.

Apply the principles of logic to prove the earth was created perfect:




First premise:  God is perfect.

Second premise:  A perfect God cannot do 

an imperfect act. 




Third premise:  God created the earth.

Therefore, the earth was perfect in its


creation.   

For one to say that God caused a chaotic void and a rolling tumbling waste, instead of a perfect earth is to make God responsible for chaos.  He is perfect, therefore, His works are perfect.  When God regenerates a man, that man is a new creation and has the divine nature of his God:  he is as perfect as his creator (that is, the spirit of man is perfect).  Just so, when the earth was created,  it was formed by the same God.  His works were as complete then as they are now, so He did not create a wreck as is found in Genesis  1:2, but the chaos found in this verse was caused by some outside force.

Just what was on this earth as it is found in Genesis  1:1 is not known, but traces of animals and vegetation left in the rocks and coal have been brought over into the present world.  There was no man then as Adam was the first man and he was not created until after the reconstruction.

If we will go back and read Isaiah  48:3, we will see an earth decked with the blessings of God.  Not the faintest taint of sin was on the earth.  On the contrary, there was harmony and quietude.  Large trees and ferns grew without blight or disease.  There was nothing to check their growth.

PREHISTORIC  ANIMALS – In the earth are found many fossils of animals that are not living on the earth today, nor  have they been alive on the earth

since man has been here, therefore, they must have been here when the earth was without sin.

In order to understand something of the condition that existed on earth at this time, when the animal and vegetable kingdoms were untainted by sin for the curse of the law, read the scriptures prophesying of the age before us, known as the Millennial Age, when a similar condition will exist,  Isaiah  65:17, etc.

The Dinosauria was an order of extinct reptiles mostly of large size.  They were bird-like characters, in the skeleton especially the pelvis and hind limbs.  Some walked on their three toed hind feet, thus producing the large “bird tracks” of mesozonic sandstones.  Others were five-toed and quadrupedal.  These reptiles vary in length from two to ninety feet.

The coal and rock formations, which contain the fossils of the strange birds and animals, (also plants that are not known to man today) were formed when this earth underwent a great change as the result of the fall of the third order of angels which has already been discussed, namely, Lucifer and his angels.  If we will follow closely the details, the following discourse (D) will show how the great forest became the vast peat and coalfields of today.  The animals that are now termed prehistoric compose all the oil fields that are found in different places over the face of the earth.

D.
MATERIAL  CREATION  WRECKED  BY  ANGELIC  SIN

God placed Lucifer and his angels over the earth to minister to Him in this realm, but Lucifer was neither content nor satisfied.  He was ambitious and wanted to take over the realms of Michael and Gabriel,  Jude  6.  “And the angels which kept not their first estate, but left their own habitation, he hath reserved in everlasting chains under darkness unto the judgment of the great day.”  Translation – “And the angels not taking care of the personal property of them, but deserting their living place.”  This passage shows two things.  First, they had their own respective habitation or realm.  Second, they left this habitation  (Isaiah  14:12-14)  “…I  WILL  BE  LIKE  THE  MOST  HIGH”  (The Hebrew language says the most high ones).  

Read Ezekiel  28:11-28.  Who is this star of the morning, this anointed cherub that covereth and liveth upon the holy mountain of God, dressed in the most beautiful stones of God?  All the ancient Christian teachers saw in him that sublime angel, that most high cherub, the chief of angels and perhaps their king,  who rebelled against God, drew after him through deceit, a third part of the stars of heaven, fell down, headlong upon the earth.  John states in Revelation,  “I saw a star fall from heaven into the earth:  and to him was given the key of the bottomless pit…and they (the demons) had a king

over them, which is the angel of the bottomless pit, whose name in the Hebrew tongue is Abaddon, but in the Greek tongue hath his name Apollyn.”
Elsewhere John describes the sin and fall of Satan,  (Rev.  12:3, 4, 7-9).  This is a historic fact, and also a prophecy of the casting down of Satan.  This marvelous story is not a myth nor an Eastern legend – it is the story of what happened in heaven before the creation of man;  a story confirmed by the Infinite God in the person of Jesus when he said, “I beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven.”  (Luke  10:18)  Jesus had sent His seventy disciples through the land of Palestine, to preach the coming kingdom.  “And the seventy returned again with joy, saying, Lord, even the devils are subject unto us through thy name.”  And Jesus replied with the mysterious words just quoted, which means, “You must not be surprised that even the demons, cast out by you in my name, flee from their habitations in the bodies of men.  In my pre-mundane existence, when I was with the Father, I witnessed as a spectator, the defeat of Satan, who, conquered by Michael and his angels, fell as lightning from heaven.

The Greek word theoreo signifies, to see, to witness, and to assist as a spectator at some spectable.  The spectable was the war fought in heaven and won by Michael and his angels against Lucifer, the morning star the consecrated cherub of Isaiah and Ezekiel.  As every word pronounced by Jesus has a profound meaning, it is not without grave 

reason that He compared the fall of Satan to the fall of lightning.  Where lightning falls, it brings ruin, and the more powerful the flash, the greater the ruin caused by it.  Where did the lightning, described by Jesus, strike if not upon the earth?  And what ruin did it not produce?

All the more, that not only Satan fell on the earth, but his angels with him.  How many were there?  Who could count them?  They were, say the scriptures, a third part of the stars, that is, of the angels of the heaven.  Who has succeeded in counting the stars of heaven?  Modern astronomy reckons them by the millions and millions;  and the scriptures suggest, as has already been said, that every  star,  every  planet,  every  element, and  under

certain conditions, every man has an angel deputed as guardian.  How many good angels are there?  Who can count them?  A third part of the angels, seduced by Satan, changed from angels of light to angels of darkness or demons, transformed the noble gifts of their lofty intellects to jealousy toward God who drove them out of heaven.  As they could accomplish nothing against God, these miserable creatures vented their malice upon the earth, where they fell in millions.  That disastrous fall produced a world cataclysm.  Our solar system was convulsed, disemboweled and reduced to chaos – confusion, darkness, complete disorder.  The sun, the planets, and the moon were drowned in the upper waters of the heaven, which were precipitated like colossal avalanches on the earth, and became mingled, or at least, partly so, with its seas and oceans.  The earth, receiving such a weight of waters, lost its center of gravity, was split up, broken and reduced to fragments.  The plants and animals, in which the earth was very rich, perished wholly with a sudden and violent death;  and plunged in seas of mud – ruined, buried and imprisoned under rocks, while other lands, other chains of mountains, other continents were buried under immense pressure of the floods.  Where the poles had been, the equator appeared;  or rather, there were at that time neither poles nor equator, but an almost infinite mass of dead matter, dark and inert.  We speak of the greatest catastrophe that ever befell the universe, for the shattering and destruction of a portion of it.  The entire solar system was plunged into chaos.


Thus, all creation suffered through the rebellion of the angels and still suffers, waiting with earnest expectation, “for the manifestation of the sons of God.  For the creature (creation) was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him

who hath subjected the same in hope, Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God.  For we know that the whole creation groaneth and travaileth in pain together until now,”  Romans  8:19-22.

Read II Peter  3:5-7.  Some think these words of Peter refer to the flood of Noah but this is not so.  Now go back and read II Peter  3:1-4.  Now there is more light on the subject.  The scoffers are here, in the last days, making light of the second coming of the Christ, asking the question, “Where is the promise?”    Now, note the following, “for since our fathers fell asleep, ALL  THINGS continue as they were from the BEGINNING of the creation.”  Then the next statement, “For this they willingly are IGNORANT of.”  All things are NOT as they were from the creation, but the earth standing in the  water

and out of the water, whereby the world that then was, being overflowed with water perished.  This all happened when Lucifer and his angels rebelled against God and were cast down to the earth.  Read Jeremiah  4:23, 24, 26 – The Hebrew word for cities, mentioned here, means BEAUTIFUL  PLACES,  not cities in the sense of houses and people.

There are some interesting writings that do not belong to the Bible, but were written by men who were interested in the subject under consideration.  For instance, we read about Enoch in the Word of God.  A few years ago a book was discovered – the book of Enoch – which having been well known and highly esteemed in the early days of Christianity, had later been lost sight of, and, finally, utterly forgotten.  This book of Enoch was explicitly quoted as scripture by some of the New Testament people.  Jude, James’ brother, records a sentence of Enoch in His epistle.  Phrases of, or allusions to, the same book are found in the epistles of Peter, James, John, Paul, in Revelation, in the Acts of the Apostles and in the four gospels, none excepted.  It is evident that Enoch’s book was held in high esteem and enjoyed a great reputation with those inspired writers, in fact, Tertullian states that in his days, Enoch’s book was generally believed to be inspired.  Many others of the church fathers believed it to be inspired;  however, the Jews rejected it, because it told too clearly of the first and second coming of the Lord Jesus Christ.

There is a chapter in the book of Enoch on the subject of the wreck of the earth.  See Section IV, page 83, of the book where the holy patriarch imparts instructions and admonitions to the members of his family:  “And now, my son Methuselah, I will show thee all my visions which I have seen, recounting them before thee.  Two visions I saw before I took a wife and the one was quite unlike the other.  On the occasion when I took thy Mother, I saw a terrible vision, and concerning them, I talked to the Lord.  I had laid me down in the home of my Grandfather Mahalaeel, when I saw a vision.  HOW  THE  HEAVEN  COLLAPSED, and was borne off and fell to the earth.  And when it fell to the earth, I saw how the earth was swallowed up in a great abyss.  And thereupon came utterance into my mouth, and I lifted up my voice to cry aloud, and said;  the earth is destroyed.”
When reading this vision of Enoch, it is impossible not to think of the great catastrophe that followed the rebellion and fall of the wicked angels, a revolt which, having been revealed by God to the first men, made such an impression on them as to cause them to hand it down to their distant descendants, who, in turn, recorded in their poems and books, some of which have come down to us.

Another ancient writing called to your attention is the Babylonian Poem on creation, written not many years after the death of Noah.  This poem, called the poem of creation, ought rather to be called the poem of the revolt of the dragon of chaos, or demons, against the gods of order because it really is that.  In many things, it so closely follows the Bible that the reader is often amazed, but that is not all.  When reading at the end of the poem of the strange description of the imprisonment, torment, death and destruction of Bel-Marduk, creator of heaven and earth, one is forced to ask, how could the Babylonians, two thousand years before Christ, conceive and write such a poem, which is clear anticipation of Christ’s sufferings, death and resurrection?  The only plausible answer is that the Babylonians recounted, concerning the primitive revolt of the angels and the subsequent destruction of the earth, the tradition received from the just Noah and his children, the former having been dead a few years only, the latter still living.


E.
THE  RECONSTRUCTION

Before going into the subject of the reconstruction of this earth, let us make a hasty review of what we have just studied, so that all events will be fresh in our minds:

1.
God created the earth in a perfect state.

2.
The angels under Lucifer, followed him in revolt and were cast back to earth.

3.
The earth was destroyed by the sin-mad demons, and now, Genesis  1:2,  “And the earth was without form, and void;  and darkness was upon the face of the deep.”
The first thing that happened in the reconstruction was “and the Spirit God brooding upon faces of the water” – From the Hebrew Testament.  The expression “brooding” used here is a very descriptive one.  It has the same meaning as that of a hen brooding over her young.  The only hope for a sin-wrecked creation is in the same creative power and brought it into existence originally, and this Spirit of God moved gently, creatively, over the chaos.  What a beautiful picture of God’s Holy Spirit hovering over a chaotic mass resulting from the

wreck of the universe.

An illustration of this is also seen when the Holy Spirit comes in His creative power, convicting and converting the souls of men who have been wrecked and brought into chaos by the same evil force that ruined the original heaven and earth.  Just as the earth was ruined by the forces of Satan, so man has been totally ruined by satanic force.  Just as the Holy Spirit of God moved upon the face of the deep of the creation, so God’s Holy Spirit moves upon the hearts and consciences of the unsaved to produce conviction, conversion, and regeneration.

FIRST  DAY  OF  THE  RECONSTRUCTION – Just how deep the water was over the face of the earth is not known, but it must have been more than the average mind can comprehend.  It was completely devoid of any form of light.  “And said God, Let there be light.”  This is the first command of God in the reconstruction.  How much like the regeneration of a human being.  First, he is wrecked by the demon, Satan, then the Spirit of God hovers over him,. woos him and says, “Let there be light.”
Let us translate Genesis  1:3:  “And light became.  And saw God the light that good, and caused a division between the light and between the darkness, and God called the light day, and to the darkness, night, and became evening and became morning day first.”  Thus ends the first day of the making over of the creation.  Some have argued the question as to the length of the days mentioned here.  Some say they may have been a thousand years or longer, but there is no reason to think they were a thousand years or even one year, because God can do what He did in less than one day if He so chooses.  The word translated “day” is yom, and means the same thing that day does in this period of time – twenty-four hours.

SECOND  DAY  OF  THE  RECONSTRUCTION – “And God said, let become an expanse in the midst of the waters and let it be for a dividing between waters to waters.”

In Genesis  1:2, the earth was baptized, (buried) in water, but the expanse happened in the middle (midst) of the water, and the half of the waters went out into space;  this left an expanse between the outer waters and the waters left on the earth.  “And made God the expanse and caused a division between the waters which were from under to the expanse and between the waters which were from upon the expanse, and it was so and God called to the expanse Heaven, and was evening and morning day second” (Translation from Hebrew).  The Hebrew word for heaven is UPLIFTED  WATERS.  Also, the dual form is used, indicating the two elements of water, hydrogen and oxygen (H2O).

THIRD  DAY  OF  THE  RECONSTRUCTION – Half of the waters found on the first day (Genesis  1:2) had been moved back into space and the other half was still on the earth as we go into the details of the third day.  “And said God, let be collected the waters from under the heavens into place one.”  All the waters that were on the earth were not gathered together into one place, “and let be seen the dry land, and it was so.”  Naturally, the land would be seen as soon as the waters moved to one place.  This made one body of water and one body of land, which remained this way for about seventeen hundred years, Genesis  10:25.  Just exactly one hundred and one years after the flood, the earth was divided into the continents much as they are today.

Note that the continents, Africa and South America, fit together perfectly.  Just so, will the other continents and islands of the sea fold into place and make one body of earth.  Remember there was ONE body of water and ONE body of earth.  Just what shape this one body of land had is not known, but we can grasp an idea as to the size as we note the land area as it was in one piece.  The entire creation was no smaller as there was as much water, earth, etc., then as now.

It is a known fact that the earth is off center twenty three and one-half degrees.  It is also known that it was not created that way, as this would make God responsible for imperfection.  It is our opinion that the earth went off center during the flood of Noah, and for one hundred and one years, the rotation of the earth was irregular;  in other words, it “wobbled” and was finally broken up into the continents as they are today.

The earth’s spinning, or turning, upon its axis at the same rate of speed as it does today, and with the irregular motion caused by its being off center twenty three and a half degrees, coupled with the fact that earth and water are not of the same consistency nor weight, caused the water and earth to find its own position in equalizing itself against centrifugal force.  A wheel spinning upon an axle may run smoothly if it is well balanced, but should there be heavy spots on the circumference of this wheel,  then  there  is  an 

irregular flow of speed.  Those who have experienced driving automobiles through mud and on to a pavement will remember that, as the wheels spin faster and faster as the car picks up speed, the mud on the tires throws itself against the under parts of the car and the pavement as it is hurled by centrifugal force.  This, in a small measure, will give an idea of the power of centrifugal force, and while there was no substance on the earth that was hurled out into space, due to the fact that there is also a counteracting force known as gravity, which pulls all substance on the surface of the earth toward the center, yet it is easy to see how water could be effected by the spinning of the earth and the fact that

the load of the earth was not equalized, thus, the one continent broke, moved over the face of the earth, and one time ocean beds rose above the water to become plains and mountains.

This easily explains some of the phenomena of canyons, mountains, gorges, etc., that are on the earth surface today.  It also explains why seashells and the remains of marine animals have been found in remote mountain and desert regions.

This “breaking up” means that the water came in and filled the low places separating the continents.  This also answers the questions as to the North American Indians and the natives on the islands of the sea.  The question has arisen as to how the  North American Indian came to the Western Hemisphere or how the natives came to the South Sea Islands and other remote sections of the globe since these continents and islands are separated from the part of the world in which civilization began.  Some have even told us that the North American Indian  came  across  the  Northern  part  of the world

crossing from the old world to the new on ice at the Bering Strait and then made their way southward down through what is now Alaska, Canada, and northwestern United States.  This would seem more probable if we did not have the problem of how the native got on the South Sea Islands which are literally separated from the rest of the world by thousands of miles of water.  When did this great expanse freeze over for these people to inhabit these

small islands?

The truth about the matter is that, at the tower of Babel, mankind attempted to unify the human race so that there would never be but one band of people, however God confused their tongues and the language barrier naturally separated the people into various groups.  They then went their own ways into separate parts of the one continent that existed a few years after the flood of Noah.  Then, when the one continent broke up into different sections as is recorded in Genesis  10:25, these people were on that section which formed a new continent or island.  Thus as the earth quaked or broke up, water moving in between continent and continent, it takes only a little reasoning to see how that people were actually

dispersed to the various quarters of the earth.  They were in that part of the earth when the division came and were separated by the water.  Every earthquake is testimony of this dividing but they are mild in comparison to the division of Genesis  10:25.

This explanation is given for the express purpose of illustrating the earth as it was when there was only one continent.  It is not to be confused with the division of the waters in Genesis, chapter one, as the continents were actually divided about the year 1757 after Adam.  Again, let it be understood, the study is of the reconstruction of the earth, and there

was at this point only one body of land.

“And God called the dry (land) Earth, and the gathering together of the waters he called Seas.”  This does not end the third day, for, “And said God, let cause (sprout) the earth grass, herb causing to seed seed, tree of fruit to kind his, and

tree making fruit, which seed is in him, upon the earth, and it was so.”  (Translation  from Hebrew).

The seed came from the trees that were on the earth preceding the angelic sin.  As it is in the present day, in the autumn the seed falls from plants where they are covered with frost and ice during the winter.  Oftentimes, fires destroy the seed.  Animals also feed upon them.  In spite of the extreme weather conditions and facts in nature, a part of the seed  remains through the long winter months and germinates with the first promises of spring, so a part of the seed which fell to the earth at the destruction mentioned in Genesis  1:2  lived through the catastrophe, and God caused them to sprout and come forth according to their species.  “And caused to come forth the earth grass, herb causing to seed to his kind, and tree making fruit which seed is in it to its kind, and saw God that good.”  The “grass” is from a word that signifies larger plants, each to come forth and reproduce (seeding seed) after its species.  “And it was evening and it was morning, day third.”

FOURTH  DAY OF  THE  RECONSTRUCTION – On the third day, the herbs began to grow.  Even though there was no sun in the heaven to give them light and warmth, there was light, for God had made the light the first day.  Now He was going to put the light in the sun.  “And said God:  let be luminaries in the expanse of the heavens, to cause a division between the day and between the night, and they shall be for signs and for seasons, and for days and years shall be.  And they shall be for luminaries in the expanse of the heavens to cause light upon the earth and it was so, and God made

the two luminaries, the luminary the great for ruling the day, and the luminary the small for ruling the night:  he made the stars also, and gave them God in the expanse of the heavens, to cause light upon the earth, and to rule in the day and in the night, and to cause a division between the night and between the darkness and God saw that good and it was evening and morning, day fourth.”  (Translation from Hebrew). 

FIFTH  DAY OF  THE  RECONSTRUCTION – Liberals in their attempt to justify evolution, and at the same time hold somewhat to the Bible, interpret the first chapter of Genesis with a definite evolutionary emphasis.  They take the King James 

Version and tell us that all life began in he waters of the sea and, indeed, it would occur that such is true if we held only to the King James Version,  but the ancient manuscripts are available and we cannot help but notice the great contrast between them and the

statements relative to the fifth day of the reconstruction in the King James Version.  Let us 

read it.

“And said God:  let the waters swarms, souls of life;  and fowls shall fly upon the earth, upon the faces of the expanse of the heavens. On the fifth day, the water animals and the fish, also the fowls of the air were created.

SIXTH  DAY OF  THE  RECONSTRUCTION – “And God said, Let the earth bring forth the living creature after his kind, cattle, and creeping thing, and beast of the earth after his kind:  and it was so.  And God made the beast of the earth after his kind, and cattle after their kind and everything that creepeth upon the earth after his kind:  and God saw that it was good.”  Genesis  1:24-25.

Our attention is called to the words, “Let the earth bring forth.”  This does not mean that the earth actually produced them, as a better translation says, “Let the earth foam with living creatures.”

The animals on the land were created on the sixth day, after which man was made.  Plant life was produced on the third day, and fish, animals of the water, and birds of the air on the fifth day, but it was on the sixth day that God created the animals to roam the earth.  It is interesting to note that God created the food for the beasts before He created  them.
