· Definition  the transmission of a message from a source to an audience via a channel is communication;  effective communication is when the audience receives the exact message the source intended.

· Noise,  ecclesia; Chevrolet; Massatusetts; Jawja;   Speak clearly and concisely.

· Stick to the point of the message

BY SPEAKING IN PSALMS AND HYMNS

THE PREACHER MUST BE PREPARED:


HE SHOULD DAILY THREE TIMES PRAY FOR GOD TO PREPARE AND USE HIM 

HE SHOULD DAILY SEARCH AND STUDY SCRIPTURE AND ASK GOD TO GUIDE HIM IN THE RIGHT MESSAGE


HE SHOULD PRAY THE HOLY SPIRIT WOULD EMPTY HIM AND FILL HIM


HE SHOULD PRAY FOR PREACHING GRACE AND RECALL OF MEMORY


HE SHOULD PRAY FOR THE SHEEP AND LAMBS TO BE FED

HE SHOULD PRAY FOR THE HOLY SPIRIT TO TAKE THE MESSAGE AND APPLY IT.
