YOUR RESPONSIBILITIES FROM THE PULPIT

AS TO LIBEL, SLANDER, DEFAMATION,

RIGHT TO PRIVACY AND RIGHT TO REPLY
Libel, Slander and Defamation of Character are closely related terms.  Libel is written, Slander is spoken and both are Defamation of Character.  Legal definitions are:

DEFAMATION:
Any statement about an individual which exposes him/her to hatred, contempt, ridicule, or which causes him/her to be avoided, or which tends to injure him/her in his/her occupation.

LIBEL:
Written or published defamation.

SLANDER:
Spoken defamation of character.

Three things are necessary before a statement becomes libel and an action or redress be sought.
