THE LAWS OF TEACHING


In order to present one’s interpretation, one must be a teacher, that is, A TEACHER IS ONE WHO  IS  ABLE  TO  IMPART  A  TRUTH  TO  A  STUDENT  IN SUCH  A  WAY  THAT  IT  MOTIVATES  THE  LEARNER  TO  BE  CONVINCED  OF  THAT  TRUTH  TO  THE  POINT HE  IS  IN  FACT  PRACTICING  THAT  TRUTH.


There are Seven Laws of Teaching which one should familiarize himself with, if he desires to be an expounder or interpreter of Scripture.


The laws are:

1)
The Law of the Teacher:
The teacher must be one who knows the lesson or truth to be taught.  You cannot teach what you do not know.
2)
The Law of the Learner:



The learner is one who attends with interest to the lesson.

3)
The Law of the Language:
The language used as a medium between the teacher and learner must be common to both.

4)
The Lesson Must be Mastered:
The lesson to be mastered must be explicable in terms of truth already known by the learner—THE  UNKNOWN must be explained by means of the known.

5) Teaching is arousing and using the pupil’s mind to grasp the desired thought or to master the desired art.

6) Learning is thinking into one’s own understanding a new idea or truth or working into habit a new art or skill.

7)
The test and proof of teaching done – the finishing and fastening process – must be a reviewing, rethinking, reknowing, reproducing, and applying 
of the material that has been taught, the knowledge and ideals and arts that have been communicated.


It is hoped these things above will clarify many terms used today and that by doing so, will encourage the reader to rightly divide the Word of Truth, unashamedly, because he has studied to show himself approved unto God.
